Interview with Bridget Pastoor!
Q) Why do you feel so passionate about PDD Funding and adequate supports for people with
developmental disabilities?

A) I am blessed with the opportunity to help and I believe that I can help those who need support. I
am in a position to help and I will fight for the vulnerable. A civil society allows everyone to meet
their full potential.

Q) We looked you up on the internet and learned that you are the “Shadow Minister for seniors and
Community Supports.” What is a Shadow Minister?

A) A shadow minister is a back up for the positions; a government in waiting. The Shadow minister
needs to know all the information that the actual Minister (for Seniors and Community Supports)
knows so she can question his decisions and ideas and make sure the government does their job.

Q) Sometimes when we need to move, we cannot find a place to live (that we can afford with our
monthly budget on AISH) that is in a clean, friendly, and safe neighbourhood. What is the
government doing about the lack of affordable housing for people with developmental disabilities in
this situation?

A) There is not enough affordable housing available. Especially in big cities. This is now working its
way to Lethbridge. This is a huge issue; the government knows housing is a problem. People can
apply for extra funding through Alberta Works.

Q) When PDD cutbacks happen, we know that our day program and Vocational agencies will be
running with less staff to support big groups of individuals. What about residential funding? Will
our residential support also change? Does this mean a cutback of support hours? Are we heading
away from community inclusion and independence and back to more group homes?

A) Residential funding is very important, PDD needs support staff. If proper wages and funding is
not available, then yes, it will be affected. There may be more group homes.

This July we had the pleasure of sitting
down with Ms. Bridget Pastoor,
Lethbridge East MLA. We asked her
some questions about topics that we

often hear Self Advocates asking about.
